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Blinken claims progress in
effort to boost Gaza truce

AP W CAIRO

US Secretary of State Antony
Blinken wrapped up a
two-day Mideast mission on
Wednesday, winning valuable
diplomatic support and hun-
dreds of millions of dollars of
pledges from Arab allies as he
moved to shore up the cease-
fire that ended an 11-day war
between Israel and the Gaza
Strip's militant Hamas rulers.

But the mission made little
headway in resolving the deep-
er issues at the heart of the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict, including
the tensions in the contested holy
city of Jerusalem that played a key
role in the latest war. After two
days of talks with Israeli,
Palestinian and Arab allies,
Blinken acknowledged that any
resumption of peace talks
remained far off. In the mean-
time, he said he had made
progress toward the more mod-
est goals of cementing the cease-
fire and rebuilding hard-hit Gaza.

“We see the ceasefire, not
as an end, but as a beginning,

Earlier, he was in Egypt for
talks with President Abdel
Fattah el-Sissi. The visits came
a day after intensive talks with
Israeli and Palestinian leaders.

Blinken has vowed to “rally
international support” to
rebuild hard-hit Gaza while
promising to make sure that
none of the aid reaches Hamas.
He also is trying to bolster
Hamas' rival, the internation-
ally recognized Palestinian
Authority. In a boost to those
efforts, the energy-rich Gulf
country of Qatar pledged $500
million to postwar recon-
struction in Gaza. Qatar often
serves as a mediator between
Israel and Hamas and it has
contributed hundreds of mil-

lions of dollars in aid to support
past cease-fires.

In Cairo, Blinken met with
el-Sissi for nearly two hours.
Meeting with American diplo-
matic staff afterwards, he
described Egypt as a “real and
effective partner” that helped
end the Gaza war.

El-Sissi spoke to President
Joe Biden last week before and
after the ceasefire was
announced, and his govern-
ment has also pledged $500
milllion in assistane to Gaza.

“I think we both believe
strongly that Palestinians and
Israelis deserve equally to, to
live in safety and security to
enjoy equal measures of free-
dom, opportunity and dignity.
And we're working on that
together,” Blinken said.

El-Sissi said the latest
round of violence showed the
urgency of resuming direct
negotiations. In a statement, he
called for “active American
engagement” to bring Israel
and the Palestinians back to the
negotiating table.

UN rights chief: Israelr strikes
in Gaza may be war crimes

The UN rights chief said
Thursday that Israeli forces
may have committed war
crimes in the 11-day war with
the militant group Hamas that
rules the Gaza Strip. Michelle
Bachelet also called on Israel to
allow an independent probe of
military actions in the latest
spasm of deadly violence.

The remarks came as the
UN's top human rights body
opened a one-day special ses-
sion to discuss the “the grave
human rights situation” in
Gaza, the West Bank and east
Jerusalem. Bachelet said
Hamas' indiscriminate rocket
fire during the conflict was also
a clear violation of the rules of
war.
The UN high commis-
sioner for human rights
detailed to the Human Rights
Council the “most significant
escalation of hostilities since
2014” that left devastation and
death in the Gaza Strip before
a cease-fire last week.

“Air strikes in such dense-
ly populated areas resulted in a
high level of civilian fatalities
and injuries, as well as the
widespread destruction of civil-
ian infrastructure,” Bachelet
said.

“Such attacks may consti-

tute war crimes,” she added, if
deemed to be indiscriminate
and disproportionate in their
impact on civilians. Bachelet
urged Israel to ensure account-
ability, as required under inter-
national law in such cases,
including through "impartial,
independent investigations" of
actions in the escalation.

She also derided tactics of
Hamas that included locating

military assets in densely pop-
ulated civilian areas, and firing
rockets from them.

"These rockets are indis-
criminate and fail to distinguish
between military and civilian
objects, and their use, thereby,
constitutes a clear violation of
international humanitarian
law;” Bachelet said.

“However, the actions of
one party do not absolve the
other from its obligations under
international law.”

She cautioned that unless
the “root causes” of the violence
are addressed, "it will certain-
ly be a matter of time until the
next round of violence com-
mences with further pain and
suffering for civilians on all
sides.

The day-long debate
involved personal accounts
from Palestinians — such as
that of a young woman jour-
nalist from the Sheikh Jarrah
neighbourhood in east
Jerusalem, an early flashpoint
that triggered the violence — as
well as statements from the
council's 47 member states and
also observer states.

UAE and Israel
press ahead
with ties after
Gaza cease-fire

srael's top diplomat to the

United Arab Emirates attend-
ed a ceremony in Dubai on the
grounds of the Arabian
Peninsula's first permanent
exhibition to commemorate the
Holocaust. Hours earlier, he'd
attended an event establishing a
joint venture between an Israeli
and Emirati company.

The receptions on Monday
were the clearest indication
since a cease-fire in the Gaza
Strip came into effect last week
that the devastating 11-day war
between Hamas and Israel and
the violence that gripped
Jerusalem and Al-Agsa Mosque
in the days preceding it have had
no visible impact on the UAE's
commitment to establishing
deep ties with the state of Israel.

“What we see here is the
exact opposite of what we see
in Gaza... What we see here in
the whole normalization
process is a departure from the
past;” Israeli Ambassador Eitan
Na'eh said.

Hong Kong
changes electoral
law, reduces
direct public vote

Hong Kong's legislature on
Thursday passed a Bill

amending electoral laws that
drastically reduces the public's
ability to vote and increases the
number of pro-Beijing law-
makers making decisions for
the city.

The new law empowers the
city's national security depart-
ment to check the backgrounds
of potential candidates for pub-
lic office and a sets up a new
committee to ensure candidates
are “patriotic”

The number of seats in
Hong Kong's legislature will be
expanded to 90, with 40 of
them elected by a largely pro-
Beijing election committee.

The number of legislators
elected directly by Hong Kong
voters will be cut to 20, from
the previous 35.

The bill, passed by a 40-2
vote, was met with little oppo-
sition, as most of the legislators
are largely pro-Beijing.

Nepal SC sends all petitions
against House dissolution to
Constitutional Bench

Nepal’s Supreme Court on
Thursday sent all the 19
petitions challenging the dis-
solution of the House of
Representatives by the
President to the Constitutional
Bench.

As many as 30 petitions,
including one by the
Opposition alliance, have been
filed at the Supreme Court,
challenging Friday's House dis-
solution by President Bidya
Devi Bhandari and rejection of
Opposition leader Sher
Bahadur Deuba's claim by the
President for the post of prime
minister.

After a preliminary hearing
on the 19 petitions, Chief
Justice of the Supreme Court
Cholendra Shumsher Rana
decided to send them all to the
Constitutional Bench, the
Kathmandu Post reported.

“A single bench of Chief
Justice Rana has decided to
send all the petitions related to
the House dissolution to the
Constitutional Bench,” Kishor

Poudel, a communication
expert at the Supreme Court,
told the newspaper.

These cases will now be
heard along with eleven others,
including the one filed by 146
lawmakers demanding
appointment of Nepali
Congress President Deuba as
the prime minister.

Eleven petitions were
directly registered at the
Constitutional Bench.

Some of the petitioners
had demanded an interim
against the dissolution and
calling of the House meeting to
present the national budget.
Rana, however, refused.
According to the constitution-
al provision, the government
must present the federal bud-
get at the federal Parliament on
Jestha 15, which is May 29 this
year.

Since there is no
Parliament, the government is
planning to bring the budget
through an ordinance.

According to court offi-
cials, the Constitutional Bench
will start hearing from Friday.

China says
politics behind
US call for virus
origin probe

AP W BEIJING

China on Thursday accused
the Biden administration of
playing politics and shirking its

responsibility in calling for a
renewed investigation into the
origins of the coronavirus pan-
demic that was first detected in
China in late 2019.

Foreign Ministry
spokesperson Zhao Lijian said
at a daily briefing that President
Joe Biden's order showed the
US "does not care about facts
and truth, nor is it interested in
serious scientific origin trac-
ing."

Biden told US intelligence
officials to redouble their
efforts to investigate the origins
of the pandemic, including
any possibility the trail might
lead to a Chinese laboratory.

After months of minimis-
ing that possibility as a fringe
theory, the Biden administra-
tion is joining worldwide pres-
sure on China to be more open
about the outbreak, aiming to
head off Republican complaints
the president has not been
tough enough to press China on
alleged obstruction.

Republicans, including for-
mer President Donald Trump,
have promoted the theory that
the virus emerged from a lab-
oratory rather than naturally
through human contact with
an infected animal in Wuhan,
China. Zhao also said the US
must open itself up to investi-
gations into its biological lab-
oratories, including at the mil-
itary's Fort Detrick base.

Biden directs agencies to redouble
efforts to trace origins of Govid-19

President Joe Biden has
ordered the US intelligence
agencies to redouble their
efforts in investigating the
emergence of the deadly
Covid-19 pandemic and report
back to him in 90 days, amid
growing controversy about the
virus's origins from a bio lab-
oratory in China.

Covid-19 was first detect-
ed in the central Chinese city
of Wuhan in late 2019. More
than 168 million confirmed
cases have since been con-
firmed worldwide and at least
3.5 million deaths reported.

The announcement comes
after a US intelligence report
found several researchers at
China's Wuhan Institute of
Virology fell ill in November
2019 and had to be hospitalised
— a new detail that fuelled
fresh public pressure on Biden
to order a detailed investigation
into the origin of the deadly
virus.

"I have now asked the
Intelligence Community to
redouble their efforts to collect
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and analyse information that
could bring us closer to a
definitive conclusion, and to
report back to me in 90 days,"
Biden said in a statement on
Wednesday.

As part of that report, the
president said he has asked for
areas of further inquiry that
may be required, including
specific questions for China.

"I have also asked that this
effort include work by our
National Labs and other agen-
cies of our government to aug-
ment the Intelligence
Community's efforts. And I
have asked the Intelligence
Community to keep Congress
fully apprised of its work," he
said.

Biden said the United
States will also keep working

with like-minded partners
around the world to press
China to participate in a full,
transparent, evidence-based
international investigation and
provide access to all relevant
data and evidence.

Back in early 2020, when
COVID-19 emerged, Biden
had called for the Centers for
Disease  Control and
Prevention (CDC) to get access
to China to learn about the
virus so that the US could fight
it more effectively.

"The failure to get our
inspectors on the ground in
those early months will always
hamper any investigation into
the origin of COVID-19," he
said.

"Nevertheless, shortly after
I became President, in March,
I had my National Security
Advisor task the Intelligence
Community to prepare a
report on their most up-to-date
analysis of the origins of
Covid-19, including whether it
emerged from human contact
with an infected animal or
from a laboratory accident,” the
president said.
